Many other committees are meeting under the 

dome before next session begins and all 

committees are open to the public. You are 

welcome to add your voice here in Austin. 

Hearings are archived here and available for 

viewing.  After our hearings have concluded, we 

will develop recommendations from each 

committee.  These will then be the starting point 

for legislation that will be considered in the 84th 

session beginning January 2015.  Not all 

legislative ideas come from these interim 

committees, but the process works well for 

major, long term issues that require extensive 

study.  I am happy to keep you updated on the 

work we’re doing for a better Texas.
