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Today marks the end of the final week of the 84th Legislative Session.  Though many legislators including 

myself will be working furiously through the weekend, Monday will see the legislature adjourn "sine die," 

or indefinitely. Additionally, two high priority bills of mine made significant progress. HB 20, aimed at 

increasing transparency and accountability to TxDOT project prioritization, and HB 281, which addresses 

the Camelot landfill situation in our district, were both passed by the Senate and are now headed to the 

governor’s desk. When the gavel falls for the final time in three days, Texans will have been well served by 

the work done by the members of this legislature.  I would like to thank each and every person who 

contacted my office during session to share thoughts on issues.  Your correspondence is vital to the 

operation role here in Austin.



Floor Action 

On Tuesday night the House worked till midnight, racing against the deadline for consideration of Senate 

bills.  The next day, we considered the final local and consent calendar.  Though the clock ran out on 

many bills, the House was able to address key issues. 

 

HB 1  

Today, the House voted to concur on the Senate amendments to the state budget.  This crucial legislation 

allocates $800 million to address border security concerns, and funds the state's programs for the next 

biennium. The $209 billion budget represents growth of 3.6 percent in All Funds, or less than 2 percent 

per year, and it stays beneath the spending limit in the Texas Constitution. While restraining overall 

spending, it prioritizes education, transportation and border security. It also reflects the House’s 

considerable efforts to increase transparency and accountability in state spending. 

 

SB 9 

Budget transparency was improved this week with the passage of Senate Bill 9. SB 9 reforms the current 

method for limiting the growth on state spending. There are differences between the Senate and House 

versions.  When this occurs, a Conference Committee is formed to try and work out the differences and 

agree on a final product.    

SB 19 

A major priority item our new Texas Governor Greg Abbott laid out was to increase the transparency of 

the way lawmakers do business and reform related practices.  SB 19, among other measures, reforms 

methods of campaign finance reporting, financial statements, dealing with conflict of interest, and 

circumstances of when a public officer may be removed from office in cases of criminal conviction. Like 

SB 9 mentioned above, SB 19 is being negotiated within a Conference Committee.  There are many good 

things about this bill, as well as other provisions I don't necessarily like about it.  

 

SB 11 

Senate Bill 11, which authorizes a concealed handgun license holder to carry a concealed handgun while 

on a college campus passed after hours of extensive debate. SB 11 allows for universities to establish 

rules, regulations, or other provisions concerning the storage of handguns in dorms or other residential 

facilities owned or operated by the university.  

 

This bill will ensure that license holders will have the right to protect themselves on college campuses the 

same way they are able to in any other location in the state. The Concealed Handgun License program has 

been successful in Texas for almost 20 years, and today the House stood behind that program and its 

825,000 license holders. To be eligible for a concealed handgun license in the state of Texas, citizens 

must pass state and federal background checks, pass both an educational course and shooting proficiency 

test, and be over the age of 21.
